Trailboss’ Note:
Our trail ride for April will be Sunday the 18th at South Shore Comanche Lake.  Please arrive in time to ride out at 10:00 am Sharp. It will be a 2-3 hour ride and we can have our lunch when we get back at camp.  

Please R.S.V.P to Les Davies at (209) 748-2536 or (916) 709-8677.
DIRECTIONS:  take Hwy 99 south to Liberty Rd (from Wilton or Galt, take Alta Mesa Rd south to Liberty Rd.)  Go east on Liberty Rd to Hwy 88.  Turn right on Hwy 88 (do not go straight; this goes to Camanche North Shore).  At Hwy 12 turn left.  At the town of Wallace, turn Left on Comanche Parkway and follow it to the end (it will dead-end at the entry gate).  There is a sign on Hwy 12 for Comanche South Shore.  The Coast-to-Crest staging area will be on your right shortly after the gate.  The Trail Use Permit for one day is $2.50.  You may buy an annual pass for$10.00.  

As Trail Co-Chair I am looking for members to volunteer to lead day rides.  If you are interested in leading a ride or have an idea for a day ride please contact at the numbers above.  

A Note From Laura Maraventano:

The season to do some horse camping is upon us.  Two Destinations for consideration are Sly Park and Lake Oroville.  Please come to the April meeting if you plan to horse camp with SCHA.  We will be voting on the dates and locations. .  Lake Oroville has a great equestrian camp with pipe corrals, pay showers, flush toilets, and a large round pen.  It is located about 70 miles north of Sacramento.  Individuals must make their reservations. by calling 800-444-7275 or on line at www.lakeoroville.net.  Two horses per campsite.  The fee is $35 per night with a strict refund policy. Dates SCHA is considering for this campout are May 14 thru 16 or May 28-30.
Sly Park equestrian camp ground is located about 60 miles from Wilton.  This is an easy drive up Highway 50 and just 5 miles off 50 on a good paved rood.  It has pipe corrals, water and vault toilets.  The ride around the lake is beautiful with views of the lake through the pines.  Lots of hills and only one short steep climb.  The fee is $20 per night with 2 horses per campsite.  Individuals must make their reservations by calling 530-295-6810 or going online to www.eid.org.  Dates being considered are May 7-May 9 or June 25-June 27.
EUER RANCH OVERNIGHT ride is now August 12-15th. Kathy and Randy Suesens have the Templeton (main cabin) reserved and there are a few more spots left in the cabin.
