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HORSE COOKIES
2 cups rolled oats



1 cup cracked corn

1 cup flax seed



1 cup cracked wheat

1 cup rolled barley



1 tablespoon salt

1 cup oat bran



1 cup wheat bran

6 cups Quaker Oats



2 ½ cups applesauce

2 ¼ cups molasses



2 cups hot water

Use a large container which can be covered while refrigerated.  Mix all ingredients well and refrigerate batter covered for one hour before baking.

Using a tablespoon, scoop each cookie onto greased cookie sheet and flatten slightly.  Bake at 275 degrees for 45 minutes, then turn cookies over and bake an additional 45 minutes.  Makes 17 dozen bite-sized cookies.

NOTE:  The baked cookies last several weeks as long as they are stored in a clean, dry place.  Extra cookies can be stored in the freezer and taken out as needed.  Refrigerated batter keeps about two days.
